· Work closely with the AHT with T&L responsibilities to support all staff development to achieve the highest standards in teaching. 

· Lead Faculty Leaders to improve teaching and learning.

Other main responsibilities:

· With the Headteacher and other Deputy Headteacher, lead the school Faculty review process and the quality assurance of attainment and progress at school and subject level.
· Work and report to Governors on relevant areas of responsibility.
· Line manage the Curriculum Leadership team (Heads of Faculty)

· Line manage the Data/Network Manager and Exams Officer, as well as identified individual Heads of Faculty
