THE SCIENCE DEPARTMENT 2018
 

The Science department at St. Monica’s is committed to the highest standards and embeds an enthusiasm for learning about the wonder that Science brings. 
 

Our department has an examination pass rate which is consistently above the national average and we are looking to build even further on these achievements. We need an outstanding candidate who can thrive in our highly aspirational Science department.
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 The department currently comprises of 10 experienced teaching staff that are supported by two technicians. 
Years 7 and 8 are taught as form groups and years 9 to 11 are taught in sets, across two parallel bands.  The Science department has a suite of 8 Laboratories, all containing interactive whiteboards, as well as a set of laptops for use within the classroom.

 

At Key Stage four the main source of teaching material is derived from the OCR 21st Century scheme of work and supplement by the Oxford textbooks.  All students are entered into the OCR Linear examination with the majority sitting the higher papers. Our most recent GCSE results were mostly above national averages. Grade 4-9 - Biology and Chemistry 98% (Chemistry 7-9 at 53%), Biology 93%. Our Combined Science 4-9 was 70% (15% above national average and pupils gaining 2 or more 4-9 grades in Science – 81%).

In response to the government changes to the Key Stage 3 curriculum, we developed a new and exciting approach to Science learning.  We adopted a thematic approach which encompasses Science ideas within the global Catholic community we all live in, for example, Year 7 start on ‘Noah’s Ark’ where we match up the links between Science, the planet and religion. 
 

The successful applicant will be expected to teach across the full ability, age range and be able to demonstrate a real passion for teaching and learning but also have a proven record of strong classroom management.
