ADDITIONAL NEEDS CO-ORDINATOR
The governors are seeking to appoint the highest calibre of experienced, energetic professional to take up the post of Additional Needs Co-ordinator
Fairfield CP School has 280 children on roll and is situated on the Bury/Rochdale border. We serve a large community of publicly owned housing and some private properties. 
The school has a high score on the Index of Multiple Deprivation and in recognising the very difficult situations facing many of our families we try to “go the extra mile” in order to ensure that school is a safe and happy refuge from those difficulties. The role of teaching staff in providing high levels of care and yet maintaining rigour and high expectations, is a demanding one. Teachers at Fairfield CP require a strong but compassionate approach to teaching in order to achieve “Happiness and High Standards” within the classroom. This approach to primary education is rewarding but requiring of great commitment and hard work. 
The post of Additional Needs Co-ordinator is aimed at combining the sharing of SENCO work with some Safeguarding work, both of which put an ever increasing strain on school resources. In recognition of the qualities required to work within these roles, the post carries responsibility point TLR 2A. The demands of the post will provide opportunities for the building of experience for colleagues interested in leadership positions in the future. 
The school enjoys a strong reputation and a warm relationship with the local community and this is illustrated by the high demand for places we experience each year. Early Years are vital and children start in a Foundation Stage unit where progress in overcoming early difficulties, particularly with communication, is marked. As with many schools locally, SEMH is an increasing issue and the school enjoys a strong reputation for how we attempt to support such children whilst protecting the needs of mainstream learners.
The school motto and guiding principle is an aim for “Happiness and High Standards” and this was recognised in our last OFSTED inspection when a grade of “Good” was earned with some outstanding teaching recognised. Our role in breaking down barriers to learning was also strongly praised.
The Additional Needs Co-ordinator role will involve setting an example of good practice through class teaching as we strongly believe the SENCO role suited to a practitioner experiencing the same issues as colleagues. However, as well as PPA time, an additional 10% non-contact time will be given in order to carry out management duties alongside the KS1/EYFS SENCO. Additional time will always be allocated for specific tasks.
School needs may change, but it is envisaged that the successful candidate will teach in a KS2 class anywhere between Y3 and Y5. This may well be a mixed age class as we have recently created these in order to keep numbers below 30. 

As stated above, strong teaching is an essential requirement for the post and therefore all short listed candidates will be observed in a teaching situation prior to the interview. Where possible this will be within their own school.
The closing date for applications is noon on Monday 6th May. Interviews will take place on Friday 17th May. 

I will be available to answer any queries about the post and give a tour of the school at 9.30am or 1.30pm on Thursday 9th May. Please make an appointment if you wish to take up any of these opportunities. Requests for visits at other times will be considered but cannot be guaranteed.
