 Moorfield Primary School

Moorfield Primary School is a safe and happy place where children, staff, parents and governors all work together to give every child the best possible education for life – “we will be the best school we can possibly be.”

We aim at Moorfield School to develop a school community where all are valued as unique individuals and treated with fairness, care, courtesy and consideration. We work to create a climate of mutual respect and tolerance. We promote the development of lively and enquiring minds through involvement in a variety of relevant and challenging first hand experiences. We provide opportunities for the continuing development of all pupil’s interests and aptitudes, at the same time encouraging the development of independent thought.

We strongly believe in educating the whole child for life beyond Moorfield so they can make responsible use of the skills, knowledge and resilience they have gained.  We help our pupils know more about themselves and be more adaptable to change.  Our children are encouraged to develop in confidence and to achieve their full potential academically, spiritually, emotionally, socially and physically in the world we are preparing them for. To achieve our aim of interested, well motivated independent learners we ensure our curriculum offers experiences that are well planned, varied, exciting and of the highest quality. Work is delivered in a progressive and age appropriate manner matched to our pupil’s individual needs. We offer an inclusive environment where all feel welcome, where the physical environment is ordered and tidy and where work is valued through high quality display.

We adopt a team work approach at Moorfield and the successful candidate will join a happy and successful team. Currently there is a high level of support staff and classroom assistance for each class, as well as SEN-funded assistance for children on the special needs stages. Staff plan together and the support staff have an active role in delivery and supporting learning. 

Moorfield Primary School opened in September 2005 to replace Moorfield Infant and Moorfield Junior School. Monitoring and self evaluation shows there is consistent improvement in the quality of learning. Previous OFSTED’s have judged the school as good with outstanding care and support of pupils. We had our last OFSTED February 2018 receiving a good judgement.
Moorfield Primary School is an above average size school with over 430 pupils. The school takes in children from 4-11 and operates a 2 form entry intake of 60 places in each age group. In addition there are 2 SEN additionally resourced Kaleidoscope classes for Key Stage 1 & 2 catering for up to 20 children. The children in the Kaleidoscope classes come from all over Stockport. The children in these classes have complex and diverse needs. 
Our school buildings were built in 1964-1967. The school is within 2 main separate buildings with some provision in mobile buildings.  Our Additionally Resourced provision is housed within our Kaleidoscope Centre. This opened in January 2011 and is a fantastic learning space.  There is ongoing development of the school grounds that involves pupils and parents in the projects. Joining the 2 main building is a fantastic area developed by school called the Heart Garden. The Foundation Stage playground, The Musical garden, The Rainbow woodland, the family allotment project, the chickens and the Chill Zone are some of our recent improvements. We are now a Forest School with some very exciting new areas to support this learning.
We have a quality mark for Inclusion (for the third time), a Silver Kite mark for competitive sports, the IT quality mark and we are a Gold Investors in people school. Our school has a strong tradition of supporting children’s emotional health through our Kaleidoscope programme, Seasons for Growth and the Restorative Approaches for which we are a flagship school.
